Personal Gear For Backpacking Campout

Two Days & One Night, Late Spring or Early Summer Climate

Basics:

Properly Adjusted Backpack – Internal or External Frame

Flashlight  / Fresh Batteries

2 Water Bottles, 2 canteens or 1 Camelbac/Platypus

Matches in Waterproof Container *
Trail Snacks (granola bars / trail mix / hot cocoa packets)

Raingear (poncho or lightweight raincoat & rainpants)

Eating Utensils / Mess kit (or metal camp cup, plastic bowl & plastic utensils)

Sleeping bag

Ground Pad

Comfortable hiking boots

2 t-shirts, one to wear one to bring

2 Pairs pants, one to wear, one to bring (if warm, one pair of pants & one pair of shorts)

2 pairs of socks, one to wear, one to bring

2 pairs of underwear, one to wear, one to bring

1 pair gym shorts or sleeper pants

Wool or Synthetic (Polar Fleece) Sweater / Pullover (no cotton)

Windbreaker (lightweight raincoat above counts)

Boy Scout Hat

Gloves (if colder)

Toothbrush / toothpaste (normally we do not bring toothpaste due to Bears)

Washcloth

A few Ziplock freezer bags

Toilet Paper

Personal First Aid Kit

Optional:

Camera/Film

Binoculars

Knife *
Lightweight Lantern

Lightweight Personal Stove & Fuel

Folding Chair (note: this is heavy adds weight)

Notes:

1. Everything must fit in or on your Backpack.

2. Leave room for Troop/Patrol gear such as tent parts, food, cooking gear
